The student will be required 

to pass a written examination and satisfactorily demonstrate proficiency with a 

handgun.  Students must be at least 21 years old to take the handgun proficiency 

examination.  All requirements for the CHL will be explained at the beginning of class.  

Students will provide their own handgun of at least .32 caliber, ammunition, and hearing 

and eye protection.  A valid Texas Drivers License/Texas ID card is required for 

certification.   The initial course requires a minimum of 12 hours of classroom and range 

time.  The renewal is 5 hours of classroom and range time. Completion of this course 

requires a basic proficiency with a handgun.  Basic pistol training is available upon 

arrangements with the instructor.   

Initial course is $75 

Renewals are $50  

(Additional fees: $8 range fees and $5 certification fee)
